Why do you think it is important to have 
these two experimental setups? What do 
you think the experiment would lack if 
the researchers had chosen just one?
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Participants significantly outperform the model when 
evaluating videos of well known political figures. The 
model was not only wrong, but confidently wrong - 
outputting a 2%, 8% and 1% chance that each video is a 
deep fake. This incorrect assessment is associated with 
a decrease in participant accuracy.

What are the implications of these results 
on the efficacy of deep fake warnings on 
political videos? What other strategies can 
we use to mitigate the consumption of deep 
fakes?



Why do you think the results were only statistically 
significant for a real video dataset? Are there any other 
emotions you would want to analyze? 



Even in the best case, only 80% of 
the best trained AI were able to 
detect deep fakes, and humans 
often did not outperform the 
model. As deep fakes inevitably 
become more common, what are 
the implications of purely 
leveraging AI in categorizing deep 
fake videos? Which people are 
most vulnerable?
