The Programin Structured Liberal Education (SLE) offersfreshmen
aninterdisciplinary approachtotheliberal arts. The program emphasizes
intellectual rigor andindividualized contact between faculty and students.
SLE hasthreebasi c purposes: to present acoherent program of instruction;
to develop astudent’sability to ask effective questions of texts, teachers,
the culture, and themselves; and to develop intellectual skillsin logical
reasoning, critical reading, expository writing, andgroupdiscussions. SLE
encourages studentsto live alife of ideasin an atmosphere that stresses
critical thinking and atolerance for ambiguity. Neither the instructors
nor the curriculum provides ready-to-serve answersto the questions be-
ing dealt with; rather, SLE encourages a sense of intellectual challenge,
student initiative, and originality.

Theresidencehall istheinformal setting for lecturesand small group
discussions. SLEinstructorswork closely with studentsand participatein
dormlife. SLE enhancesthe classroom experience with other residence-
based educational activities, including a weekly film series and a student-
produced play each quarter.

Freshmen interested in enrolling in SLE should indicate this prefer-
ence for their IHUM assignment. SLE is designed as a three quarter
sequence and students should be willing to make acommitment for the
entireyear.
