Through exposure to the
humanities, undergraduates study the ethical, aesthetic, and intellectual
dimensionsof thehuman experience, past and present, and soareprepared
to make thoughtful and imaginative contributionsto the culture of the
future. Through the study of social, political, and economic events, they
acquire theories and techniques for the analysis of specific societal issues,
aswell asgeneral crosscultural perspectivesonthehuman condition. And
through exposureto the methods and discoveries of mathematicsand the
sciences, they becomebetter-informed participantsandleadersintoday’s
increasingly technological societies.

The research environment within the school offers undergraduates
and graduate studentstheintellectual adventure of working ontheir own
research projectssideby sidewiththeschool’ sdistinguished faculty. While
afew of theschool’ sgraduate programsoffer professional degreessuchas
theMaster of FineArts, most areacademi c and research programsleading
tothePh.D. Doctoral programsemphasizeoriginal scholarly work by the
graduatestudents, often at thefrontiersof knowledge, andnormally require
the studentsto participate in the supervised teaching of undergraduates.

Thefact that somany different disciplinesliewithinthesameorgani za-
tionisonereasonwhy theschool hashad great successin promotinginter-
disciplinary teaching and research programs. Whether engagedin studies
aswideranging asethics, policy, and technological issues, or by applying
contemporary social and philosophical theoriestoclassical literature, the
school’ sundergraduates, graduatestudents, and faculty arechallengingthe
barriersamong scholarly disciplines. The school continuesto strivefor a
bal ance between teaching and research, the academy and society.
