World News: Israelis Attack Jordanians; Other Developments

Israeli troops attacked Jordanian positions in the Husan area 6 mi. southeast of Jerusalem the night of September 25-26. Israeli Army spokesmen reported 50 Jordanian soldiers killed and a Jordanian Army base, police station and 2 armored cars destroyed [See 1956 World News: Israeli-Arab Strife Rises; Other Developments]. UN truce observers said September 26 that 36 Jordanian soldiers and a 12-yr.-old girl had been killed and 11 soldiers and policemen wounded.

The Israeli attack apparently was in retaliation for the killing of 4 Israeli civilians and wounding of 17 in Jordanian gunfire aimed at an archeological group inspecting ruins at kibbutz Ramat Rahel near Jerusalem September 23. Israel September 24 rejected Jordanian claims that the Ramat Rahel incident had been caused by insanity of a Jordanian machine gunner. Statements of non-Israelis in the group had charged September 24 that 5 to 6 Jordanians had fired with rifles and Bren guns.

Jordanian gunfire September 24 killed a woman near Aminadav in the Jerusalem Corridor, and infiltrators kidnaped and killed an Israeli farmer in the Beisan Valley September 24. The Israeli-Jordanian Mixed Armistice Commission censured Israel September 19 for the killing of 20 Jordanians in an attack September 11 in the Rahwa area of Hebron. The commission also condemned Israel September 26 for the deaths of 10 Jordanians in a raid on Gharandal September 13. A UN Truce Supervision Organization spokesman September 24 held Jordan responsible for the killing of 3 Israeli Druse village guards in the Wadi Araba September 12.
