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HIV-1

Description:

· species of Lentivirus, Orthoretrovirinae, Retroviridae

· +ssRNA, monopartite, helical capsid, enveloped

· 80-100nm in diameter, uses reverse transcription
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Power: 

· no immediate acute symptoms, but eventual severe immune system damage
Offenses:
Attacks:
HIV-1 targets macrophages and T-cells of the immune system. It spreads by oral, vaginal, and anal sex as well as sharing needles and breast-feeding.
Outcome: AIDS and death by opportunistic infections
Speed: variable-depends on health, age, lifestyle, & more
Defenses:
Vaccines: none available
Behavioral: abstinence, safe sex with latex condoms, use of new sterile needles, baby formula substitution
Treatment: highly active antiretroviral therapy (HAART)
Game action:

You have unprotected sex with an infected fling.  Pass on HIV-1 card and play until you pick up another virus. In that case you die and sit out for the remainder of the game.
