Technology Biography: What I’ve learned about technology

Personally, I use Microsoft Outlook for managing email, my calendar, and my 

contact list, I write everything in Word, and I use Internet Explorer on a 

daily basis. I still do not use Microsoft Money to manage my finances, but 

I figure that my expenditures as a student are not worthy of learning the 

program quite yet. My Palm Pilot syncs with Outlook, so I have my 

appointments and phone numbers on the go. Before using the Outlook 

calendar, I would write “to do’s” on post-it notes scattered around my desk, 

but I feel so much more organized with it all in one place. No crossing out 

is needed!

Academically, I am a Computer Scientist, so I have a lot of practice 

interacting with technology in general. I have written code in a variety of 

software development environments, and I’m familiar with a variety of 

operating systems. I have taught a section of CS106A, the introductory 

programming course in C at Stanford, and I worked as a computer consultant 

for a short time in the library, so I have experience giving support to 

others for technical failures. I have taken several interface design 

classes, so I have worked with a lot of ideas for future technologies for 

communication, personal development, entertainment, etc.

For the past two years, I have worked on Project Archimedes over at CSLI. 

Archimedes provides technological solutions for people with disabilities to 

have equal access to computers. I have researched and worked with several 

technologies used specifically for hearing and visually impaired users of 

computers.

I have piddled around in a variety of random computer applications, so I am 

somewhat familiar with Dreamweaver, Frontpage, Photoshop, and Flash. I have 

never made an extensive website, but I know how to put information and 

pictures up on the web.

I have never taught mathematics before, so I do not have experience with 

common applications used in the classroom, aside from the graphing 

calculator. I have used Mathematica and Matlab, but I would have to relearn 

how to use them. I am aware of concerns that technology in the classroom 

takes away from teaching efficiency and that technology will replace human 

interaction in the future. I do not want technology to replace teachers, 

but I do want technology to enhance the way we live our lives and encourage 

further communication of information. Incorporating technology in our lives 

allows us to achieve more.
