Computer Lab Sessions

»>Provide opportunities for creating interactive
learning environment away from regular classroom
setting.

»Promote various types of communicative and task
based activities.

»Use computer Lab as a facilitating tool with a myriad
of software and hardware.

»Simple editing of materials to accommodate
instructional/learning needs of students

»Easy access to frequently used applications: YouTube, Flash
applications, web articles, music videos, drama clips, etc.



Computer Lab Sessions

»Frequency: Weekly

»Activities: Individual, pair, small group, large group
» Listening
» Pronunciation practice
> Vocabulary usage
» Grammar practice
» Writing activities
» Conversation practice
» Task activities
» Testing activities (dictation, comprehension, writing)

» Authentic cultural content — activities utilizing YouTube, news, and relevant
authentic internet sites

»Interaction with native speakers:
> Teaching Assistants
> Native speaker undergraduate student helpers/ community volunteers



Role of the Instructor:

Facilitator, planner, observer, participant

»Successful computer lab session depends on the instructor’s
planning and facilitation of effective activities.

»Assess class and student needs and carefully plan the practice
activity files and handouts.

»>Move around the class and observe, direct, evaluate student
activities and also participate in the activities.

»Model and direct the interactions for the native speaker
helpers and volunteers.

»Provide clear rules of practice at the beginning of semester.
»Student contract that spells out the classroom etiquette and rules
> No personal use of computer or printer during the lab class

»Provide well-planned activity files, handouts, task lists.
»Move around the classroom and engage students continuously.

»Assess each student’s performance level and adjust the
practice and provide the student opportunities to work on their
needs.

»Incorporate native speaker volunteers.
> Brief orientation of the lab classroom rules: i.e., no English usage
»>Modeling, observing, and providing guidance throughout the class
