Collected about 200 articles on the
first topic "Accident and Crime”

Outside consultant helped with a
Corpus Frequency program: Mono
Conc Pro (version 2.0)
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A lot of common vocab were identified
Grammatical differences were not detected
Human judgment was needed

Sorted the identified vocab words consulting
existing vocab lists, textbook, & our own
experience
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Identified 35 essential words

Added 25 additional words that were not
identified by the frequency analyzer but are
related to the identified words. This made a
total of 60 words

Each project team member was given 10
vocab words and tasked to archive 2 sample
sentences for each vocab word



English
definition

One short sample
sentence a native
speaker can immediately
associate with the give
vocab: Either archived
from authentic source or
generated by the
developer.

The other sample
sentence: Derived from
authentic source.
Typical example. Edited
minimally if necessary.
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Occasionally adopted popular form over basic
form:
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If a vocabulary word carried multiple meanings,
only those meanings directly related to the
given topic areas were adopted.

Importance of teacher’s guidance was
emphasized in the preface.



Many sample sentences include additional
higher level vocabulary words, which give
students challenge.

The fact that DLPT5 tests are created with
all authentic require practice with authentic

materials.

Initially entered definition:

accidental sudden lurching forward (of an
automobile)

Revised definition:

sudden unintended acceleration (of an
automobile)



Created condensed list containing only
vocabulary words and English definitions

HFMV on Rapid Rote

HFMV in Excel: Expandable. Easy to
manipulate.

New vocab continued to be added:
SM(AIE) / a niche (market), market niche
