The objective is to present a wide range of scientifically-relevant artwork, in a wide range of artistic approaches and scientific disciplines. 

Each work must correspond with a topic from the AAAS meeting (see  http://www.stanford.edu/group/stanfordbirds/SAN/AAAS-DC_Topics.html) and be accompanied by a 100-word caption that provides viewers with a science lens—an explanation of the science portrayed—that will help them understand why the image is associated with the Topic. (For examples, please see last June’s virtual exhibit http://www.stanford.edu/group/stanfordbirds/SAN/Exhibit/AAAS-Ashland.html). Science Art-Nature will assign an expert in your field to assist you with this caption, should you desire.

LIMIT: There is no limit to the number of entries an artist may submit.
FEES:  There will be a donation $20.00US for the first entry, $15.00 for each additional entry.
