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Tanzania:
Cabinet Shuffled
President Julius Nyerere February 13 promoted Defense Minister Edward Sokoine to prime minister and demoted Prime Minister Rashidi Kawawa to defense minister in a general reorganization of his Cabinet. Kawawa, a long-time associate of Nyerere, also lost the post of second vice president, which he had held since 1965. He had been defense minister before becoming prime minister in 1972.
Benjamin Mkapa became foreign minister, replacing Ibrahim Kaduma. Amir Jamal was moved to the post of transport minister from the post of finance minister. Edwin Mtei, Tanzania's delegate to East African Community, became the new finance minister. In all, eight new ministers were appointed and seven ministers changed portfolios.
