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The UN Command charged November 14 that North Korean soldiers had attacked an unarmed 8-man group of U.S. and South Korean soldiers in the demilitarized zone November 13. One South Korean officer was killed and a U.S. soldier wounded. The U.S.-ROK team was checking the demarcation line; the North Koreans had been notified in advance of the mission. At a meeting, of the Military Armistice Commission in Panmunjom November 16, Major General Robert F. Seedlock, UN representative, accused the North Koreans of a "grave violation of the armistice agreement." 

South Korean President Chung Hee Park's ruling Democratic Republican Party won a majority of seats in the 175-member National Assembly in national elections November 26. Official returns announced November 30: Democratic Republicans 110 seats; Civil Rule 41; Democratic Party 13; Liberal Democratic Party 9; Party of the People 2. 
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
