Do a brief write up where you:

3. Describe the class (or group) where you conducted this lesson (grade; subject; class or
group sze; number of ELLs in the class/group; English language profiency levels of

the ELLS).

4. Reflection on how the lesson went:

a. was the strategy successful? How do you know (or what makes you think
s0)?

b. why was it successful or not successful? Why do you think it "worked" or
"didn't work™?

C. if you were to do the lesson over, what would you do differently? What

would you not change?
