Criteria
Sonic Requirements

· Smooth integration of audio

· Introduction of sound clips/interviews

· No clicks or pops

· Vocal consistency, good vocal performance

· Varying inflection

· Appropriate pace (not too fast, not too slow)

· Volume

· Annunciation

· Muted Ps Ts and Ss

· Consistent background noise (soundstage)
· Diverse sonic elements

· Music

· Interviews

· Narration

· Silence

Rhetorical Requirements

· Cohesion, logic

· Topic, a point or argument

· Rhetorical strategies: ethos, pathos logos

· Diverse sources (for example statistics, reports, journals etc)

· Ethos, establish credibility through diverse sources

· Pathos, appealing to emotion

· Personal anecdotes

· Logos, appeal to rational reasoning

· Multiple primary sources, evidence

· Establish stakes, why the topic is relevant

Organizational Requirements

· Introduction

· Opening that hooks listener into topic

· Signposting, recapping, previewing (transitions)

· Writing for audio

· Short sentences, simple clauses

· Repetition

· Plot arc

Strategies

· Setting scenes, sensate details
· Vox Pop

· Strategically placed silence used to signal reflection

· Both historical and personal anecdotes

· Plot arcs
· Journey

· Follow narrator

· Characters

· Connection-Disconnection

· Onion

· Same question, different answers

· Evolving question
· Parallel Arc

· Conditions-Solution

· Humor
· Sarcasm, slapstick, irony

· Dramatization instead of Exposition
· Use expert testimony

· 45 second rule (use scenes no longer than 45 seconds)
· Narrator guiding us through their experience
· Common person inquiring on the expert narrator

· Relevant music that uses lyrics relevant to piece
· Direct address

· Colloquial speech, establish personal connection
· Circular reference at the end, wrapping up the story
