Evidence – find authoritative resources, credible resources, logos, ethos, pathos
Organization – Overall organization, organization within the specific scenes

Plot – Story arc (interior vs. exterior): exposition, rising action, climax, falling action, resolution

Smooth Transitions

Effective Hook (establishing common ground)
Personalize the story

Dramatization (Show as well as tell)
Essay is composed with a series of scene with the end of one scene leading to the beginning of the following scene

Roadmap – Signposting (even if it is subtle, it is effective)

Strategies

Common ground – identification with the narrator

Humor

Details (concrete, specific, visual)

Setting the Scene

Appropriate sound effects

Metonymy (Connection between music and content)
Metaphor

Use music as transition points

Visualization

Applicable subplots that reinforce the overall arc

Rhetorical Questions – address to the listener, direct address

Bantering – with two narrators, one narrator can represent the audience

Vocal variation – the right mix between continuity and variation or tones
Pacing – not too fast, not too slow
