Criteria:
Opening

-Start your piece with a hook

-Pose a mystery, question that needs to be examined

-Establish the stakes of the piece right away

-Start on common ground

Organization

· Have transitions that facilitate the jump between scenes

· Use roughly 45 second scenes

· Follow a logical outline

· Use the end of the piece to frame the significance of the argument
Use of sound

- Incorporate relevant audio

- Use audio to facilitate transitions between scenes

- Use your audio to further argument or establish mood


- Generally, don’t use music with lyrics under someone talking


- Maintain good audio quality

Vocal Performance


- Make sure narrator’s voice is the most intimate in tonal quality

- Attempt to address the “you” singular rather than the “you” plural

- Make sure to speak clearly, use dynamics to clarify, but remember that speaking style influences the slant of the piece – excessive dramatics may take away from credibility, while excessive monotony may be too boring

Argument/Evidence development

· A logically argued thesis is NECESSARY
· The essay must contribute in some way to the dialogue already surrounding the subject

Rhetorical strategies

· Have at least one narrator or interviewee be an expert

· Have actual scenes

· Use language appropriate for your ideal audience
· Use sensory details, anecdotes to dramatize claims made by the argument
Clarity and cohesion


- Reflect or address the implications of the piece or argument


- Reiterate the point of the essay, keep us aware of the stakes


- Effectively introduce outside sources or interviewees


- Break up piece into manageable chunks (for example, 45 second rule)


- Establish location and place in time


- Use easy-to-follow language – language geared for speaking
