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Radio as a form that can’t make strong demands on memory and patience

Language

1. Use Old(New principle for achieving cohesion, flow

2. Avoid long relative clauses

3. Avoid complex sentences

4. Avoid adverbs

5. Keep lists short

6. Use voice rather than content/form to indicate attitude, posture

7. Vary inflection regularly—by section if possible

Structure

1. Posit an “ideal listener” for your piece

2. Fix the listener in a particular time and place

3. Use concrete examples as often as possible, especially those that encourage identification

4. Quote others sparingly, briefly, but use actualities freely

5. Signpost regularly: replace visual cues with aural cues, esp. with voice (eg, conclusion) 

6. Don’t be too conversational, flippant, freely organized—must be a through-line
