-weather:  the current conditions of the atmosphere  



-air temperature

-air pressure

2) Cloud in a Jar

A. How does a cloud form?  When invisible water vapor in the air becomes visible water droplets or ice crystals.  The water droplets are suspended in the atmosphere by hanging onto tiny particles in the air, such as dust, pollution, ash from volcanoes or salt from the sea.

-Ex:
when you can see your breath on a cold day


when boiling water on a stove – boiling water forms droplets (steam)

B. 4 Types of clouds:

-cumulus:  white, puffy, fair weather clouds 

-cumulonimbus:  towering thunderstorm

-stratus:  grey sheet-like cloud layer that blankets the sky

-cirrus:  thin feather-like clouds made of ice crystals high in the cold atmosphere

3) Tornado in a bottle
A. Tornado Intro:

-common in the summer months

-have wind speeds up to 250 mph

B. Vortex action begins when bottle is swirled

-In real tornadoes, thermals and wind shear produce the vortex
